It was one of those moments when | knew live been in Santa Fe
too long. A*"er two months of saying goodbye to six sta# members
and going through 3 major searches, the last thing | wanted was
Ttransitional peachesT&or any other fruit in transition.

I looked to see if there were other peaches for sale, like iStable
and Secure Peaches,T iHere Today, Here Tomorrow Peaches,T 1You
Can Count on Us Peaches.T But alas, all | could $nd were Transi-
tional Peaches. (I half-expected a sign advertising iMid-Life Peach-
es,T half-price of course.)

I $nally asked the clerk to explain TTransitional Peaches.T He
said they were peaches grown without pesticides but the farmer
hadnit been certi$ed yet as an organic grower.

What a relieft So they werenit really itransitional peaches.T They
were Talmost-but-not-yetT organic peaches.

TAImost-but-not-yetT is an important theological concept that
describes the essential human condition. Weire made in Godis im-
age, Genesis a ™ rms, but weire also a bit below the angels, as Psalm
8 reminds us. 1The kingdom of heaven is within you,T Jesus says,
but he also says to pray ithy kingdom come.T

TAImost-but-not-yet.T Itis di#erent from being in transition,
simply for the sake of transition. Itis also di#erent from being in the
midst of change over which we have no control or whose purpose
we donit know.

Basic to the Christian faith is the understanding that all life, in-
cluding our own, is a work in progress. Thatis why the LeYer to the
Hebrews calls us to have ifaith in things hoped for, the conviction
of things not seen.T

Or, as the CoYonpatch Version puts it, to iturn dreams into
deeds, to bet your life on unseen realities.T

Basic, too, is the belief that the mystery of God is at work in us
as we become the people God calls us to be. And it is that mystery
that can see and understand the bigger picture of our lives&those
Tunseen realitiesT and possibilities of our lives.

As works in progress, we need, as Teilhard de Chardin wrote,
to Thave patient trust in ourselves and the slow work of God.T We
need, de Chardin continues, to igive God the bene$t of believing
that Godis hand is leading you.T

Sometimes in the midst of change, itis hard to have that kind of
patient trust. Itis even harder to keep believing that God is with us,
Godis hand is leading us.

But thatis the assurance of our faith. Weire not simply itransi-
tional, T set adri** in the winds of change. We are works in progress,
an 1almost-but-not-yetT people guided by a Mystery®and a Love©®
that can see things we canit and whose dream for our lives exceeds
our highest hopes and deepest yearnings. As my friend Reuben
would say, trust in that God.

Also the choir was one of nine
choirs invited in December 2008 to perform
an all-Berlioz program with the Slovak Phil-
harmonic Orchestra in Strasbourg for the Eu-
ropean Parliament. That concert was broad-
cast live and retransmi!ed to 39 countries.
